Collegium will take place September 20 and 21 at Calle Mayor Middle School, 4800 Calle Mayor,
in Torrance. This is the same site as our most recent Crown Tourney. As the Performance Track Re-
gent, I am biased towards our Bardic Track. Both I and Lady Magdalyn (Magdi) will be teaching, so
please consider taking one or both classes.

The bardic track schedule begins on Saturday 9/20 at 9-1 with THL Caitlin’s The Dramatic Story-
teller: Class & Practicur. Don’t let the 4 hours frighten you: we'll have plenty of breaks and lots of
chances to practice, entertain, and be entertained. All levels of storytellers or would-be storytellers are
welcome. Don’t worry in the least if you don’t have a story to share, since I will provide some folk-
tales and stories for easy telling.

From 2-4, Lady Magdalyn will teach Period Drumming. Magdi, an authority on Middle Eastern mu-
